• The Internet is an area where everyone has the opportunity to exchange 

information, comment and learn from each other



INTERNET AS A SOCIAL PLACE

• Internet is just a modern version of 

a coffee shop from the past, 

people used to go there to follow 

up some information, read 

newspapers, exchange ideas, 

communicate…



INTERNET AS A SOCIAL PLACE

• Such kind of a structure is a social foundation that allows people to 

participate and socialize together

• We have to keep in mind that every online action requires respect for the 

rights of others, respect for the law and to not hurt or embarrass someone 



ACCESS AND DECISION MAKING

• Technology provides access to people all over the world

• We can communicate easier and faster, no matter where anyone is located 

and “everyone” can use the Internet as if they were at the same place

• The Internet is therefore a medium that reduces the physical limitations of 

different people

• Getting involved on the Internet often

faces reliability issues, because people can 

easily fake their identity 



ACCESS AND DECISION MAKING

• In addition to low cost, we can also easily search and access a lot of 

information

• That is a fundamental factor in communicating to target groups quickly, for 

example for mobilizing assistance for the victims of a natural disaster

• At the same time there may be attempts to block access to content and 

services on the Internet to prevent problems with national security



FREEDOM OF EXPRESSION

• Many people thing that the online world allows them to express their opinions 

on any subject

• Even though we have the freedom, sometimes we should refrain from 

expressing our opinions

• In some cases, your freedom of 

expression can be punishable by law



FREEDOM OF EXPRESSION

• Freedom of expression does not protect us from the consequences of our 

actions

• Speakers can choose to use freedom of expression to present content that 

promotes anger and hate which may lead to anger and hate from other 

readers

• If there are some consequences because

of that message, it will be the speakers 

fault



FREEDOM OF EXPRESSION

• You should never slander or damages another person's reputation, shame or 

send hate messages to them

• However, if the criticism is in the public interest, it may be exempt from 

defamation offenses



DIGITAL LAW

• Nowadays, we use computers in our daily life (desktop computers, 

smartphones or tablets)

• These devices became very important 

in our life so we need to understand 

them how they work and try not to 

commit any offense related to the use 

of technology
